Perth Youth Orchestra ‘Tour Germany 2010’ 
 
Thank you for reserving a place on Perth Youth OrchestraÕs planned tour to Aschaffenburg in July 2010. We now 
have the names of 60 people, including staff, who will be taking part. We will  offer the few remaining places to the 
new members who are auditioning after the summer.  
 
The provisional tour dates are still from Wednesday 7th July until Thursday 15th July 2010. It is our intention to 
fly from Edinburgh to Frankfurt, avoiding Heathrow. We will use coaches between Perth and Edinburgh and, as 
required, for the journeys in Germany. Our accommodation in Aschaffenburg will provide us with breakfast and a 
packed lunch. We will arrange to have our evening meals at times to suit our concert itinerary. A full programme of 
concerts and social events is being planned. Many more details will be available at the AGM and tour information 
evening on 21st September 2009, at 7.30pm, in St Leonard-in-the-FieldsÕ Church Hall, Marshall Place, Perth. 
 
As stated in our previous letter, you can now secure your son/ daughter’s place on the tour by sending a £200 
non-returnable deposit, made payable to Perth Youth Orchestra, by Monday 29th June 2009. You are kindly 
requested to complete the attached standing order form and send it directly to your bank, for payment of 
twelve monthly payments of £50, payable by the 28th of each month, commencing 28th July 2009 and ending on 28th 
June 2010. Our account details are provided on the attached form for anyone who prefers to set up payments using 
their online banking facilities. (Please adjust these standing order payments if you are supporting more than one 
family member Ð remembering that the second and subsequently places are offered at 50% discount.) 
 
Prompt and regular payments will help ensure that we can insist on the highest level of service from the tour 
company. Please take a moment at the end of July to check that the standing order payments that you 
requested have started to be made. 
 
Financial help for individual members may be available through their own schools. Parent Teacher associations and 
parent councils, school trust funds or bursaries can be encouraged to offer their support in exchange for a short 
concert or an article about the tour for the school magazine. Let other people know that you are excited about 
your son/ daughter performing in Germany, Talk to them about the tour and write now seeking sponsorship.  
 
Meanwhile we will continue our fund raising and concert schedules, raising the orchestraÕs profile in the local 
community. We aim to raised £30,000 to support our instrument transport costs, printing, publicity and cultural 
visits. As we ask for financial help from established trusts and institutions we are conscious that a measure of their 
support is determined by how hard we work to help ourselves. Our major sponsors are regularly present at our fund 
raising events and concerts and they do reward your commitment. We encourage you to give your support by 
attending all PYO concerts and fund raising events.
